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Abstract

Globalization is a process that human beings inevitably face. Some oppose it and
some choose to become completely Western. But there is a middle ground. This
phenomenon has occurred in all political, social, economic and cultural
dimensions, but its role in culture and art, including literature, is different and
has complexities. Countries that are considered the Third World are usually
forced to approach the countries that have globalized their literary capital in
order to enter this field and play a global role. But they can build their global
identity by retaining features of their own culture and capturing the positives of
other cultures.Persian literature has been influenced by world literature since the
constitutional era. This effect is superficial in most cases. They have either blindly
imitated or retaliated. Of course, the works of some poets and writers have more
potential for globalization. Especially those who have different sounds using local
and national elements in a new way. Nima Yoshij is the first poet who has better
understood the meaning of modernity and globalization than others, and while
using local, folk and national elements and paying attention to his cultural assets,
he has tried to compose a global poem. In this research, we have selected one of
Nima's poems that has a legendary and local color to study. This research
provides an approach to the study of Persian literary works by looking at the
indigenous and global elements of these works and their capacities in
transnational fields.
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Extended Abstract

Globalization can be considered as the
movement of human beings towards the
blurring of political, economic, cultural,
social, intellectual, ideological and artistic
borders. A flow through which, over time,
the basic elements of humanity come to
the surface and its differentiating layers
are buried deep. Scholars have looked at
this  phenomenon from  different
perspectives and studied its various
dimensions. It can be said that
globalization is a multifaceted flow.
Although it has had colonial aspects, with
the development of means  of
communication and mutual interaction of
the people of the first-world developing
countries with each other, it has gradually
taken on a post-colonial dimension.
According to “Yadollah Choupani”, this
flow, although looking to object the field of
economics, challenged the realm of
culture. To the extent that analysts of
foreign policy and international affairs
today speak of the increasing importance
of the world based on “geoculture”, they
refer to the world of “geopolitics”.
(Chupani, 2007: 160).

Literature, as the most important
manifestation of the culture of societies,
plays an effective role in the field of
globalization. Moving and dynamic
literature is a universal literature. A work
that can connect with more people in the
world and have national and transnational
characteristics with a broader perspective.
The influence of world literature on
Persian literature began from the
constitutional era. Before “Nima Yoshij’,
there were poets such as “Taghi Rafat”,
“Abol Ghasem Lahouti”, “Shams Kasmaei”,
and “Jafar Khamenei” who tried to
modernize the format of Persian poetry.
However, they failed to reach their dream.

“Nima Yoshij’, on the contrary, was able to
achieve what others could not with a more
mature performance and extensive
knowledge of Western and Persian
literature. “Musa Akrami” has mentioned
this point in an article (Majd Al-Din, 1996:
41).

1. Theoretical Framework

“Ali Taslimi” in his book “Payam Hedayat”,
using the existing concepts of
globalization and the perception he had of
this issue in Hedayat's works, has
presented a new view of this concept and
interpreted it as being Eastern-Western
(N. K. Taslim, 2014). To become Eastern-
Western is different from Orientalism and
Westernism and the Westernist view of
globalization. Westerners are interested in
the customs of Eastern peoples, just as an
archaeologist studies antique tools, or an
anthropologist studies the culture of
primitive African people. This type of
research is always from the top position.
This is the case in postcolonial critique.
Postcolonial critics criticize the research
of Western Orientalists and reject this
superstition. In our view, globalization is
separate from the colonial concepts and
the profiteering of powerful governments
and transnational corporations that seek
to communicate with them from a
superior position for economic
exploitation of weak people and nations.
This definition of globalization critiques
such flows and argues that the conditions
should be facilitated for the development
of the lives of all human beings and nations
through benevolent relations between
them and the attainment of a common
understanding of phenomena. According
to this theory, the natives and myths of the
East should be respected and combined
with modernity and advanced aspects of
the West. In general, the concept of
globalization is wusually equated with
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modernity and  human  progress.
Globalization in literature is not contrary
to the indigenousness and use of folk
literature. A writer who thinks only of the
power of transmitting his work through
translation ignores the artistic part of his
work, which is reflected in the language.
Also, he does not know how to use the
cultural atmosphere of his place of
residence and his natives cannot
effectively impact the realm of his
literature and even world literature.

Overall, the presence of the following
components in the works of poets or
writers can indicate the process of
globalization in their works, which can also
be seen in the works of writers of other
nations who are on the path of this
process: 1. Dealing with the living language
and speech, as well as paying attention to
folk literature against the previous
traditions of national literature; 2.
Influencing the concepts and discourses of
the world; 3. Using the literary techniques
used by the writers of the central world; 4.
Combining indigenousness with global
forms and constructions; 5. Expressing
inherent concepts and concerns in the
current world that are accepted by the
world culture and literature (matters such
as human instincts, objecting the
oppression of mankind, sowing the
ugliness of war, respecting the rights of
children, promulgating the love of animals
and respect to cultural differences); 6.
Using modern and postmodern elements
(certainties and then relativities).

“Nima Yoshij” is not against Persian or
other literature in using literary
experiences and tries to choose from any
universal human experience. “For me,
there is no Iran and no Iranians. The
history and past of any nation that is true
is fascinating to me. In my heart, there are
relics that while belonging to others, are

similar to my own relics ...” (Yoshij, 1979:
116).

In this article, we try to study and
analyze one of the poems of “Nima Yoshij
(Manely)” from the perspective of
indigenization / globalization. We chose
this poem because while benefiting from
the world literature in a desirable way, it
preserves local characteristics and
exploits folk tales in a specific atmosphere.
In this study, after a careful study of
Nima's poems, especially “Manely”, we try
to recognize globalization and its effects
on Iranian literature, give a correct and
logical perspective on this subject and
describe and analyze Nima's poetry
through this approach.

2. Literature Review

There are many books written on the
subject of globalization, mainly focusing
on the issues of political, social, economic,
and cultural globalization, and less on the
impact of globalization on literature. They
have considered this phenomenon as
absolutely colonial and have studied
modern and contemporary literature from
a postcolonial point of view. A translation
of the book “The World Republic of
Literature” by the French author
“Casanova”, first published in 1992, is a
valuable work, with some emphasis on the
importance of different literary cultures
that can globalize their literary capital. “Ali
Taslimi”, in his book “Payam Hedayat”
(published in 2014), provided a new
perspective on globalization in literature
by presenting the Eastern/Western topic
and showing that it is possible to have
one’s own local backgrounds and at the
same time present the world literature.
This is what “Sadegh Hedayat” did in “Boof
Koor”. “Nima Yoshij in “Harfhaye
Hamsaye” which includes his scattered
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letters (first published in 1973) and in
“Arzeshe Ehsasat” which was a long article
(first published in a music magazine in
1941), expressed his ideas on globalization
as one of the pioneers in using
globalization in literature. In his poems,
traces of these influences can be seen. “Ali
Mohammadi”, in his article “Capabilities of
Persian language and obstacles to its
globalization (2013)”, presented a linguistic
discussion but did not entered the field of
literature and didn’t discuss the effects of
this phenomenon on literary works.
“Asiyeh Ghavami”, however, in an article
entitled “Factors affecting the
globalization of Persian poetry and
literature (2013)’dealt with external
factors affecting the literary works, e.g.,
the impact of the Constitutional
Revolution, the struggles of indigenous
and foreign intellectuals, cultural
exchange, etc..... This is while she did not
analyze the works themselves to show
these effects in them. “Hossein Payendeh”
has also studied the situation of Persian
literature in the world in an article entitled
“Considerations on the perspective of
globalization of contemporary Iranian
literature (2006)". Similarly, numerous
books and articles on modernity and
postmodernity have been written in
Persian literature. However, none of them
have specifically discussed globalization,
nor have any of these works addressed the
issue of indigenousness and globalization.
This is while such an approach could be
very practical and instructive.

In the same vein of thought, the present
article examines the reasons for the non-
globalization of Persian literature. In this
study, we explore Nima’s work in terms of
its influential features and characteristics
that have the ability to influence the global
realm and analyze the demonstration of

modernity in Nima’s indigenous/global
poetry “Manely”.

3. Conclusion

Globalization is a trend that affects diverse
nations in today's world in all its
dimensions, whether they like it or not.
This flow can have positive or negative
aspects. If all nations try to participate in it
and bring their culture into this
competitive arena and add to the global
capital, they can take advantage of its
positive features. Persian literature has
been extensively exposed to this flow since
the constitutional era. However, it is worth
investigating the extent to which it has
been able to influence the global literature
while being impressed by it through
presenting its resources and natives to the
universe to form its global identity. “Nima
Yoshij” was one of the poets who thought
about the globalization of his poems and at
the same time did not consider it equal to
westernization,  indigenousness  and
cultural self-destruction. He wused his
literary, cultural and domestic resources
in a new and global form.

In the analysis of “Manely” poetry,
which is not one of Nima’s best works, we
can well understand this
indigenization /globalization. ~ Although
Manely is a well-known tale, Nima has a
general and archetypal plot to use this tale
to to express the most hidden human
feelings. Influenced by French symbolists,
“Nima Yoshij” has tried to compose a
symbolic poem that has a high capacity for
interpretation and one can have a variety
of subconscious perceptions from it.

Modernism and its characteristics have
led the world toward a new direction.
“Nima Yoshij” has also been influenced by
this process and has offered a new
perspective in his poems, including
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“Manely”. He shows that he is the most
modernist poet of the time, both
technically and in terms of content and
worldview. However, this does not mean
that he neglects the indigenous elements
and even folk literature. In “Manely”, he
speaks of his human and universal
concerns, such as his aversion to
oppression and class differences, and his
boredom with the old world and its
monotony. He speaks of human love and,

by raising the quality of time, tries to
immortalize the present time. In Manely,
Nima reflects the sense of loneliness and
homesickness in this world, which is the
atonement of modern man modernization
and globalization. It also shows the
modern human’s intellectual and wise
view toward today’s world and his
stepping into the unknown realms of the
modern world.
