Due to this
necessity, the authors rely on the special view of the Romantics on myth and their
efforts to change the construction and interpretation of ancient myths and the
creation of modern myths, to analyze and reflect the characters of myth in the
poetry of Siavash Kasraei.

1. Introduction

Powerful and contemporary myth-making
poets, by recreating and reconstructing
previous myths and by creating new
myths, have created a different
atmosphere in today's poetry. In the
poetry of contemporary Iranian poets
such as Nima, Akhavan Sales, Shamloo,
Sepehri and Siavash Kasraei, etc.,
mythological, eternal and eternal concepts
such as: life, immortality, death, freedom,
etc. have been recreated in modern
language.

Romantic literature in the West and
Iran had certain indicators, among which
we can mention the colorful presence of
myths. From the point of view of the
Romantics, however, myth represents a
pole of the creation of poetry. Siavash
Kasraei is one of the powerful and
community-oriented poets of modern
Persian poetry, whose poetry sometimes
takes on a romantic color. One of his tricks
for romanticizing myths in poetry is the
symbolic use of the names of epic heroes
and heroines, as well as the re-creation of
myths to express social and political ideals
and ideas. In this study, the authors intend
to refer to some of the myths used by
Siavash Kasraei in his poems, while
showing how to regenerate and create
myths in the poetry of this poet, to
examine the contexts and conditions that
cause the re-creation. And the creation of
myths has become romantic in his poetry
and an attempt is made to answer this
question:

1-How are the functions of myth-

making reflected in Kasraei's poetry in
terms of being romantic?

2. Research findings

One of the most beautiful and artistic uses
of myth in poetry is "recreating myths". In
the re-creation of myths, the mythical
world becomes the hotbed of imagination
and creation of the mythical poet and
writer. In such a re-creation, the aim is to
connect the past to the present and to
provide grounds for mythological insight.
In this way, the poet connects the past to
the present and from this connection,
presents social and political perceptions
and inferences to his reader . Apart from
Nimayoshij, other contemporary poets
also wrote epic and mythical poems with
new themes related to social issues and
daily life, including Manouchehr Sheibani,
Ismail Shahroudi, Siavash Kasraei, Ahmad
Shamloo. , Mehdi Akhavan Sales,
Manouchehr Atashi, Mohammad Reza
Shafiei Kadkani and ... pointed out. Kasraei
completely ignores the general destiny of
man; Holds the destiny of the nation, tribe
and community with the slogan; And
examines the fate of his hero in the face of
a great calamity with an overview.
Although it can not be said conclusively
that poetry as a whole is basically romantic
and all the components of Western
romanticism can be seen everywhere in
his poetry, but in addition to the approach
of romanticism to myth, we will continue
to talk about it in detail, it can be shown in
some parts. What is important in poetry is
the tone of his poems, which in the vast
majority of his poems serve the speech of
romantic myth .

The romantic study of Kasraee's poetic
works from the perspective of myth shows
that he first paid attention to myth and
mythology and used mythical structures
and themes in his works. Sometimes myth,
especially romantic myth-making, takes
on a symbolic aspect in his poems. The
images of myth-making in his poems have
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a social aspect and the poet in "Arash
Kamangir" and "Khoon Siavash" returns
the most mythical public mentality of the
society from their transcendence, thought
and behavior and the fulfillment of their
ideals in recycling why these painful
concepts in the lap of social
contradictions. And states their analysis as
well as how to solve them correctly.
Undoubtedly, the romanticist tendency
prevailing in some contemporary periods,
which is basically the product of several
parallel and parallel factors, is one of the
intellectual fields in reflecting myths and
refining and  rethinking  mythical
narratives in some contemporary poems .

One of the best manifestations of the
description of the death of the romantic
hero and the revolutionary passion and
fiery feelings of Kasraei can be seen in
"Arash Kamangir.

3. Conclusion

It can be said that the existence of myth
in the world of the romantic poet, who
believes that ideals are not attainable, but
must be created, has a scientific necessity
and justification. The romantic poet tries
to create his world with his own myths and
stories, just as he does a poem. Siavash
Kasraei is one of the poets whose influence
on romanticism and epic poetry is quite
obvious. The presence of a romantic
attitude in his poetry and the intensity of
some of its components in his poems has
completely changed his view of myth - as
part of human cultural traditions. Kasraei,
due to his political and ideological
mentality and also according to the
requirements of the era, has used some
myths with special functions and
